























It is also inportant to perceive theategories of service provider not as
static, fixed structures but asroprising “pools” of web services
(offering content and futionality) that can be aggregated in a
multiplicity of permutations to meatcustomer need or ebgit a marke
opportunity. Some b-webs might appparmanent (ie, their members
might collaborate with the same iaers for yeas); others might form
and disbandor a few dgs, weeks omonths to exploit an event, respond
to a crigs dc.
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What has been added to this modehpared to Figure 23 is some form
of organising principle based dhe concept of a “business-web
enabler’(BWE)whose members develop and manage tinasimucture
necessary to enable providers todieach other, select partners,
aggregate ad customis services. yipically, BWEs will iclude Interret
Service Providers, hosting companiapplication service providers,
systems integrators, softwarendors — notably middleware vendors —
consultants etc.
